DAD350 Recording Sessions - Final Project
I’ll be submitting Autumn Leaves, the most complicated track of the three they performed. I will also include the unedited recording file. 
Equipment
I used Tavone’s X32 Compact and DSU Live’s Digital Snake, for a total of 25 inputs. The D-Snake was in the instrument room, and the choir’s analog snake was plugged into the x32 directly, and hung over the railing. Direct outputs were taken from the X32 and brought into Reaper via the X32’s integrated DAC. 
Microphones
· Shure SM58 (x14) – Choir
· Choir brought their own, Classic sound
· Behringer B1 – Choir Soloist
· Somebody took the C414, but this ended up sounding pretty good. 
· ADK A6 (x2) – Piano, Spaced Parallel Stereo
· Honestly I hate the sound of these. Would not use again, Was going to use 214s but they were gone also. They sounded so bad I genuinely wondered if I had them upside down or something. 
· AKG AT4041 (x2) – Drum Overheads
· Overhead of all time
· Shure SM57 (x5) – Snare Top, Bottom, and Tom Mics
· One of the toms rattled every time he hit the kick drum, but he never ended up using that tom anyway.
· Shure Beta 52A – Kick Mic
· Kick had no resonator head on it, so it might’ve sounded a little wonky. Worked for this though.
Monitoring
· Choir got Floor Monitors
· Combo got Headphones, but piano had no headphones because one of the headphone amps didn’t work. 
· This meant 4 separate mixes of the ensemble just for monitoring, although one was not used. 
Closing Thoughts
· The SM58 Reigns supreme as the king of vocal microphones
· The ADK A6s really disappointed me, why did they sound so bad
· X32s are neat and I want one
· Impressed with the Behringer B1
· Test Headphone amps beforehand
· Give yourself more than 2.5 hours to set up because I was NOT ready when they showed up.
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
